Jinalay is a very important place to cultivate and practice our Jain belief and religion. Jinalay is one of the
best places to worship and to enrich our souls. It is like a lighthouse to a wandered ship. A Jinalay plays an
important role of educating and encouraging Jainism to our children and future generations. It is one of the
most noble causes to contribute our funds for.

There are four rare things in this universe. They are human birth, Jain religion, believing in Jain religion and
following Jain religion. Out of these, we already have achieved our human birth. A Jinalay makes it possible
to achieve and maintain the other three. As per “Dravya Saptika” scriptures, there are seven best places to
donate that will be most beneficial to one’s soul. They are Jinalay, Jin idol, Jain scriptures, Jain guru/guruni
and Jain shravak/shravika. Donations to any of these seven are called “Supatra Dan”. Here is a summary of
the relative importances:

* Help creating one Jin idol is many times more beneficial than help creating 1000 Jain scriptures
 Help creating one Jinalay is more beneficial than creating 1000 Jin idols
